Mayor Frank Quintero decided to limit the opportunity of the public to speak on agenda items
during council sessions. Now those who wish to speak must provide notice to do so in
advance and prior to hearing the staff’s interpretation of the ordinance or their reasoning for
their support.

Those limitations go against the spirit of the Ralph M Brown Act, a California law aimed at
increasing public participation in local governance. Those of us familiar with this law see this procedural
change as a further sign that the Glendale City Council and managers want as little dissenting opinion as
possible in public matters. See what the law affords the public and try to find a justification for Mayor
Quintero’s action. | wish he had told us of his intentions during his campaign for re-election. If ever there
was a rationale for term limits, this one stands right up there with the best ones.

It’s a puzzle we simply don’t understand. How can the highest scoring bidder not get the city contract? The
city renewed the contract with Southland Transportation despite their low score and several documented
problems. The Transportation Department waited until the day before the expiration of the old contract to
renew or re-select Southland despite other challengers coming in with better scores.

Not only did the city council fail to consider why this process failed to inquire as to why the CHP records
were not checked for vehicle violations or why the City Clerk did not have a report on their vehicle
inspections. We have documented problems with Southland. Vanguard reported on arefusal by Southland
to take a service animal along with the rider/owner who has a disability. There was no report on customer
satisfaction. There were issues such as the pass through expenses that weren’t addressed.

Somehow bids are awarded to certain service providers despite failing to win the bidding process fairly.

On another city contract, Modern Parking got the bid for the parking garage despite accusations of
impropriety. The entire process was flawed and a city service provider who has managed the parking
facilities for the city for several years was denied a renewal. We find it rather interesting that the attorney
for Modern Parking sits on the Civil Service Commission. There seems to be too many cozy relationships
that have gone unnoticed by the public in the past. No public oversight leads to no accountability.

Goodbye Mr. Turch the lobbyist for the city in Congress. Apparently you did not have sufficient Democratic
credentials now that Congress is in the hands of Democrats. Our apparently non-partisan Council voted
along a straight partisan vote. Democrats for and Republicans against re-appointment. Thanks Mr. Turch
for the five million dollars you helped direct to our city.

The Duck Splash is coming. The Duck Splash is coming. The GFD was at hand to give themselves some PR
visibility and to take credit for removing the non-potable water from the duck pond even though the staff
report indicated that another department would handle that.

The long overdue audit by the Internal Auditor on the Verdugo Fire Dispatch Center brought to light even
more so that the GFD requires management oversight demonstrating once again that managers don’t have
to have ‘tool’ experience. Bringing in trained and educated managers is a necessary step in breaking the
culture.

Goodbye to Madalyn Blake — Department head for the Community Development and Housing. She survived
the efforts of Mayor Frank Quintero to have her ousted. Years ago, before running for city council and
continuing while a councilman, Quintero conducted a business named Alliance for Education and collected
over $900,000 from the City of Glendale.

He had a contract with the Verdugo Workforce Investment Board from FY 1999 through FY 2003 to provide
retraining services to certain categories of unemployed. Ms Blake’s office conducted an audit that found
plenty of improprieties with Mr. Quintero’s bookkeeping and other compliance issues. He never forgave her
for that. An eight year long vendetta from Quintero must have made her glad she was protected by Civil
Service Rules. Apparently Mr. Quintero has along memory and holds a grudge for along, long time.

Quintero perjured himself on his 2003 Statement of Economic Interest when he declared he had closed his
business and received no revenue even though he received checks for $207,000 for services rendered by
his non de plume, Alliance for Education. Quintero will be quick to pull out the letter written by the Attorney
General at the behest of Dario Frommer then the Assembly Member in the 43" district. The letter covers
conflict of interest at the WIB (Work Force Investment Board) not by his sitting on the State Board.

CCM Friedman following up on arequest for information about the Performance Bonuses paid by the City
behest of CM Starbird seemed to be satisfied when she was told that the practice had been stopped
because of the current financial situation. Still the City stonewalls on how much was given to whom and for
what purpose since 2005. According to IRS form W3 city payroll went up $17,000,000 between 2006 and
2008 with an additional $6,000,000 in deferred compensation.

THIS JUST IN: SACRAMENTO --- Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association and California Foundation for Fiscal
Responsibility won a significant victory for government transparency this week when a judge ruled they are entitled
to a list of names and total pension benefits for all Contra Costa County employees receiving a pension of
$100,000 or more per year.

A retired employee had sued the county retirement board claiming that the amount paid to her in retirement
was her private property and that releasing the information to the public would invade her privacy.

HJTA attorneys intervened in the case and argued that, unlike the IRAs and 401k plans of private citizens
whose retirement depends on their own savings and investment performance, public employee "defined benefit"
plans pay a guaranteed amount, funded by taxpayers. Moreover, they argued, pension "spiking," which is the
practice of manipulating employment statistics to boost employees pension amounts, is a widespread abuse that is
costing taxpayers millions.

"The public interest in knowing how public money is spent, outweighs any embarrassment public
employees might feel from the disclosure of their retirement benefits," said Tim Bittle, Director of Legal Affairs for
the Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association.

The judge of the Superior Court agreed and ruled, "A transparent government is the cornerstone of our
democracy. ... Access to [the requested] information makes it possible for members of the public to expose
corruption, incompetence, inefficiency [and] favoritism."

ON THE OTHER HAND...
Politicians statewide created the liability problems for the cities by handing out lavish increases that make
government employees the Masters of the Universe of pension benefits. Regular employees in Orange County,
for example, get 2.7 percent for every year worked, which means 30-year employees could retire at age 55 with
81 percent of their salary. Sheriff's deputies and firefighters get even more: 3 percent of final salary. That's pretty
typical. By comparison, unless you're a government employee or a corporate executive, your pension benefits at
age 55 probably will be zero. The government pension problems were enormous even before the collapse of the
stock market. At least until the market recovers, which could be a very long time, the problems are exponentially
worse. The California Public Employees Retirement System (CalPERS), which handles pension funds for most
cities and counties, recently skated past that issue by approving a scheme that averages out its horrendous
losses over a 30-year period. Cities and counties pleaded with CalPERS to do this because otherwise they
would have had to pump many more millions into the fund. This is an awful mess, but taxpayers are just
beginning to wake up to what's going on. That's because few politicians have even been willing to talk about it.

Commentary: TIME FOR COUNCILMEN TO SHOW THEIR ENVIRONMENTAL LOVE

flower petals, the compliments, the caring ways and promises of the suitor. The lengthy list of
things they share in common flow like a stream of poetry. If she loves the outdoors, so does he. If
she loves Scarlatti at the park, so does he. If she has vegetarian leanings, he gives up steak. She
gets to plan a honeymoon in Costa Rica and he promises her a Prius. Their future looks bright

and green.

Eventually, the suitor can’t sustain the pretense. His actions no longer match his words. She begins to
notice that the promised Prius gave way to a Hummer. That he rather be in Vegas than the Galapagos. Day by day
she notices that she is no longer the object of his desire. She is caring for two kids, two jobs and two loads of
laundry. He is out playing poker.

She is overburdened, but her relatives don’t know. They only see her husband on holidays and special
events. They see him handling the barbecue like a pro, talk about global warming and giving warm embraces to the
kids or playing catch with the football. She sees an actor before her, but she can’t convince her friends.

Impossible they say. He is so caring; just yesterday he was talking about water conservation at the park.

Eventually, his words, like those lifted from some else’s résumé, reveal a pretense that is hard to maintain.

It was like the
wife confronting her wayward husband to explain the strange lady’s undergarment she found in his glove
compartment.

| think we all should demand to see Najarian’s last twelve utility bills since July of 2007. We need to see his
conviction in a more revealing way. It's been a dry spell since he really showed us the love.

COMMENTARY lI: CITY NEEDS A REAL PUBLIC DEBATE ON THE DSP
Most people would think that the city management is so concerned about public opinion that they've directed the
city attorney to write a commentary to the Glendale News-Press (GNP). His opinions are probably directed at land
developers who wonder how the city got stuck defending an unnecessary lawsuit of the Downtown Specific Plan.
Now the legal arguments are finally coming to public awareness.

In the GNP as in a court of law, the city attorney can make pretty much any claim he wishes: “Isn’t it true,
that...?” Just fill in the blank for any claim accurate or absurd that may persuade the public or a jury. But unlike a
court of law where a counter argument can be presented within a matter of minutes, the public has no chance to
rebut or challenge their statements right away at the city council or in the newspaper. In my case, not at all in the
GNP since apparently I've had my say. At City Council, we, the public, are relegated to present our counter
argument the following week at some late hour of the night when few people get to see our rebuttal.

So let’s have a real debate. Let’s bring all the relevant history and actions of the past city councils and the
city management with regard to quality-of-life issues in the downtown areas of Glendale. A real debate means a
time to answer charges immediately when the information is fresh in the minds of the public. How about a ninety
minute debate at the Central Library? Let’s bring in Mayor Quintero, whose false promises to me, led directly to this
legal challenge.

Here is the heart of the city attorney’s argument: “Essentially, he has attempted to leverage a .
CEQA lawsuit at considerable public expense in order to achieve his vision of where and what P
downtown open space should look like; a decision that is appropriately left to the public’s elected W‘
officials after public input.” </ M ¢

The very reason why we have CEQA is that the public cannot simply leave all decisions to JZ
elected officials unchallenged. Influences from developers, special interests and outright corruption are
but a few of the reasons that such laws exist. So many of the decisions the Glendale city council has made ignored
public opinion. If you doubt my words just look at the city council’s decision on Area 14 or you can simply take a
drive on Lomita between Central Avenue and Chevy Chase Drive and see for yourself what can happen to a city
neighborhood when city plans go unchallenged.

| am not against development per se. But | am against a city ignoring its own plans and objectives aimed at
reducing the impact of development on an area’s quality of life. To get its way, the city council not only has ignored
public opinion in major decisions, they ignore their own studies, their own plans and the recommendations by Blue
Ribbon commissions formed to establish the most ardent public opinions of parkland on record.

Scott Howard conveniently plants an apparently unjustified motivation for my advocacy. “...in order to
achieve his vision of where and what downtown open space should look like.” But | can show that the proposals
I've made for the two acres of open space at Central Park are based directly on the city’s own documents, studies
and objectives and were supported by councilmen when they ran for office.

What should concern land developers is that the city management would be willing to tie up all the
development in the 220 acres of the DSP area (Banks will not lend when the EIR of the areas open for
development are being challenged in court) when they could easily have preserved two acres in the open space the
city already owns. It's not more complex than that — Two acres of open space for 220 acres of increased
development and higher densities. That sounds more than fair to me.

In the end, land developers should line up to thank me profusely for saving their financial rear ends. Were it
not for the delays caused by this lawsuit, they would have completed hundreds of dwelling units in the middle of the
worst real estate market in decades.

But, given that the city paid such astronomical legal fees to outside attorneys in such a short period of time
makes me wonder if their real motivation was to have some of that money work its way back to their benefactors in
the city. This is a two year old topic. Why is it getting so much attention today? Is it because the City Officials want
to take the pressure off the payroll issues that | have been demonstrating? This is a classic case of misdirection to
take the attention away from the real issues facing the City. HERBERT MOLANO

Assembly Judiciary committee OKs CFAC-sponsored bill to prevent agencies from using anti-SLAPP law to deter citizens' suits
under open-government laws

On a 9-1 vote, the Assembly Judiciary Committee Wednesday approved legislation, sponsored by CFAC, to limit the risk
assumed by those who resort to court to force local and state agencies to comply with the open records and open meetings laws. The bill,
SB 786, was introduced by State Senator Leland Yee.

SB 786 is directed to lawsuits in which a government agency, defending itself from a claim of violation of the Public Records Act,
the Brown Act or the Bagley-Keene Act, invokes the state anti-SLAPP law in order to both dismiss the suit and to seek an award of
attorney's fees against the plaintiff. SB 786 would maintain agencies' option to invoke the anti-SLAPP law, but it would bar award of
attorney's fees to the government unless the plaintiff's lawsuit is frivolous.

The suit is prompted by a 2008 Court of Appeal decision in a lawsuit brought by two individuals and Calaware, a Sacramento-
based nonprofit organization, against the Orange Unified School Board, alleging violations of (among other things) the Brown Act and
Public Records Act. In addition to affirming the school district's defense on the merits, the appeals court sustained, under the anti-SLAPP
Act, an award of attorney's fees--over $80,000--in favor of Orange Unified.
